The Medical Expense Tax 

Credit allows an individual to 

claim renovation or alteration 

expenses that improves ac-

cess for persons with a disabil-

ity.  

You may be claiming expenses 

that would be allowable only 

for a patient who qualified for 

the disability amount on line 

316. In that case, if we do not 

have a valid Form T2201, Dis-

ability Tax Credit Certificate, 

for that person, you also have 

to attach a properly completed 

and certified copy of that appli-

cation. We will review your 

claim before we assess your 

return to determine if the per-

son for whom you are claiming 

medical expenses qualifies. If 

he or she qualified for the dis-

ability amount for 2007 and still 

meets the eligibility require-

ments in 2008, you can claim 

this amount without sending us 

a new Form T2201. However, 

you have to send us one if the 

previous period of approval 

ended before 2008, or if we 

ask you to do so.

As a parent who has children 

with a disability, you are able 

to ñdouble dipò on your tax 

credit forms. You are able to 

claim for the Home Renovation 

Tax Credit as well as the Medi-

cal Expense Tax Credit.  Since 

you are renovating for a child 

with a disability you are able to 

claim the Medical Expense tax 

Credit. In addition, if you hap-

pened to renovate your home 

between January 27, 2009 and 

February 1, 2009 you are also 

able to claim the Home Reno-

vation Tax Credit.
